


Information About Mathematics 308


Mathematics 308 will use the textbook “Mathematical Methods In the Physical Sciences,” by Mary L. Boas. It will cover a major part of each of the chapters: (7) Fourier Series, (6) Ordinary Differential Equations, (10) Coordinate Transformations, (12) Series Solutions of Differential equations, (13) Partial Differential Equations, (15) Integral Transforms.


It is assumed that the student is acquainted with the Calculus of Several Variables and some Linear Algebra. We shall begin, however, with some of these topics in a manner that will be most relevant for covering the above topics.

In our first meeting we will decide on an office hour that will accommodate most of the students. Independently of the choice of this office hour, the instructor will be happy to meet with students at other times in his office. Homework will be collected every two weeks on Friday beginning with Friday, January 28. There will be a midterm exam and a final one.
