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Title: Causal Reasoning in Statistics -- A Primer 

Abstract: Most elementary textbooks warn students about inferring causality from cross-tables, correlations, and regressions based on observational data. Regrettably, they usually say nothing more, leaving their readers with the impression that causality cannot be inferred from observational data.  In this talk I will correct that impression using concrete examples, real and simulated. A basic knowledge of regression is all that's needed to understand it.
